To increase the public’s satisfaction
with visible police presence

In 03/04 the Safer Neighbourhood Programme was implemented. Teams
of police (i.e.1 sergeant, 2 constable and 3 PCSOs) are dedicated solely to
the needs of specific neighbourhoods. The role of the team is to work
with local communities and  to deal with local issues that most affect
people’s quality of life

Through consultation with local partnerships the police identified the
following neighbourhoods in Croydon that would most benefit from the
programme, South Norwood, Waddon, New Addington and Fieldway 

In 02/03 substantial development work was undertaken in relation to
anti-social behaviour,  an ASB co-ordinator for the Council was recruited
and an anti-social behaviour forum was established.

In 03/04 a total of 39 ABCs were signed. The council led on 32 of the
contracts signed. 

ABCs have been used widely in Croydon and have proved very successful
in tackling anti-social behaviour, especially with regard to young people.
Where ABCs have failed, they have been used as evidence in subsequent
ASBO applications

In 03/04 17 ASBOs were obtained 11 interim orders and 6 main orders. 12
of the orders were secured by the council, 5 by housing associations and
none by the police.

9 of 17 orders have been broken – 6 interim and 3 main.

This audit will provide baseline data to enable targets to be set in the
Crime Reduction Strategy 2005-2008 for anti-social behaviour
