	To cover legal costs associated with the transfer of Coulsdon Memorial Ground to Fields In Trust and also towards the new notice board and any other associated costs for the project.As a local initiative by residents, Coulsdon Memorial Ground is in the process of transferring to Fields in Trust as part of the commemoration of the end of the World War I. The transfer of land will help protect the land for generations to come. We were asked by East Coulsdon Residents Association (ECRA) if we would cover the legal costs. £2,000 of our Community Budget was used to fund the majority of the legal transfer costs between Croydon Council and Fields in Trust. Our councillor colleagues in Coulsdon Town also contributed towards the costs.  The new sign is now up in the park and there is a plague to follow.
